Shamrock Dishcloth

I'm still on a dishcloth knitting kick, and St. Patrick’s Day is a big event at our house
because our little guy is named Patrick. My kitchen needed a touch o’ green, so I designed
a dishcloth!

Supplies:

* 1 ball of kitchen cotton (I used Sugar n Cream Kitchen Cotton in Hot Green.)

* Size US 7 straight or circular needles
Gauge—Don’t sweat it on this project. Just match your needle size with your yarn to create
a fabric that has a drape you like.

Cast On 37 stitches Row 27: K4, P5, K20, P4, K4

K 4 rows Row 28: K8, P21, K8

Row 5: K4, P to last 4 st, K4 Row 29: K4, PS5, K14, P10, K4

Row 6: K Row 30: K13, P9, K1, P5, K9

Repeat Rows 5 and 6 four times. Row 31: K4, P7, K1, P3, K10, P8, K4
Row 15: K4, P to last 4 st, K4 Row 32: K12, P11, K14

Row 16: K18, P2, K17 Row 33: K4, P10, K11, P8, K4

Row 17: K4, P13, K3, P13, K4 Row 34: K12, P11, K14

Row 18: K9, P4, K3, P5, K16 Row 35: K4, P10, K6, P1, K3, P9, K4
Row 19: K4, P12, K4, P2, K6, P5, K4 Row 36: K18, P3, K16

Row 20: K8, P7, K2, P4, K4, P3, K9 Row 37: K4, P to last 4 st, K4

Row 21: K4, P4, K7, P1, K4, P1, K8, P4, K4 Row 38: K

Row 22: K8, P21, K8 Repeat Rows 37 & 38 four times.
Row 23: K4, P4, K20, P5, K4 Row 47: K4, P to last 4 st, K4

Row 24: K8, P21, K8 Knit 4 rows

Row 25: K4, P5, K21, P3, K4 Bind Off

Row 26: K7, P21, K9

Weave in ends. Enjoy!
